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The Surtees TS9 made its race debut at the 1971 South African GP, driven by John Surtees himself.
The car was similar to the TS7 in appearance but with various improvements. Most notable was the new colour
scheme of the sponsors, Brooke Bond Oxo - Rob Walker. A Hewland FG400 gearbox was used and the
suspension geometry changed to allow for the new, lower profile Firestone tyres, The front wheels now measured
13" in diameter and the rear wheels 15" in diameter. Other changes included a new nose cone, a taller windscreen,
a new roll hoop layout, a new rear wing and also a new oil tank and radiator layout.
Surtees qualified in 6th place and was running in 2nd place when he had to retire because of a fractured oil pipe.
